Introduction

The Master Wildlifer shortcourse is intended for landowners, land managers, hunters and other outdoor enthusiasts who are interested in integrating wildlife considerations into their land use and management activities.  Practicing land managers will also find the shortcourse invaluable in highlighting alternative management approaches for wildlife in forest, farm and urban settings.  Shortcourse participants will obtain the knowledge and necessary tools to enhance habitat for a variety of wildlife species that can be enjoyed by themselves, family and friends, and outdoor recreationists willing to pay for accessing their land.

Format

The Master Wildlifer shortcourse will be broadcast LIVE via satellite and delivered to downlink sites across Alabama and the Southeast in seven 3-hour sessions from February 4 - March 18, 2003. An in-depth 400+ page reference manual covering each session will be provided to those viewing the shortcourse. Speakers’ presentation notes for each session will also be provided. Continuing education credit hours will be available for natural resource professionals who attend the shortcourse through the Society of American Foresters and The Wildlife Society.  Forest Masters Credits will be available for landowners and other participants in the Forest Masters Program (www.pfmt.org/fm) in Alabama.  Three sessions are approved for Professional Logging Manager’s Continuing Education Credit.
The Registration Fee is $80 for individuals and $115 for two family members for all seven sessions.  The fee includes all seven live sessions, the shortcourse manual, speakers’ notes and refreshments.  Field trips may be planned in some counties.  Family registration includes one copy of printed materials.  Single-session registration is $15 per session.  Participants attending five of the seven sessions will receive a Master Wildlifer Certificate and a Master Wildlifer Cap. Most downlink sites will be County Extension Offices, but may be at larger venues in some counties.
